Timothy...” (2:19)

Timothy was sent 

• to Thessalonica (1 Thess 3:6)

• to Corinth (1 Cor 4:17; 16:10-11)

• to Philippi (Php 2:19)

• to prison (by Rome - Heb 13:23)

“I hope to send 
Timothy...” (2:19)

Paul met Timothy on the 2nd missionary journey

Mother Eunice & grandmother Lois were 
believers (2Ti 1:5)

Paul calls him “my son in the Lord (1 Cor 4:17)

Trained and educated in Greek ways (Ac 16:1)

With Paul in Philippi (Ac 16), in prison in Rome 
(Col 1:1, Php 1:1), and co-authors five of Paul’s 
letters

Timothy...” (2:19)

“I have no one else like him, who will show 
genuine concern for your welfare...”           
“Timothy has proved himself...” (Php 2:20-22)

“Do your best to come before winter...” (2 Ti 4)

“I think it is necessary to send back 
to you Ephaphroditus...” (2:25)

• “My brother...”

• “co-worker”

• “fellow soldier“

• “...takes care of my needs”

“Real Faith moves at the 
Speed of Friendship...”

• You probably won’t GROW in faith 
without friends

• You won’t have a full impact for 
Christ without friends
